Please use the abstract form below.

ALL forms must be completed using font Lucinda Sans 9.

Page set-up: The margins must be set as follows:  top = 1cm; bottom = 0.5cm; left = 2.5cm; right = 2.5cm.   
Each row of the template has been set to a specific height – DO NOT ALTER THE SETTINGS (row 1 = 0.79cm; row 2 = 0.4cm; row 3 = 1.2cm; row 4 = 10.2cm).  
It is extremely important that these instructions are adhered to, as two abstracts will be inserted onto each A4 page in the Abstract Booklet.    
Any abstracts which do not conform will be truncated.
The first row should contain the title of your presentation.  Your title can be a maximum of 2 lines.

The second row should contain your name (first name followed by surname – in bold text) and the name of your School.  This can be 1 line only.

The third row should contain the lay statement.  The lay statement can be a maximum of 3 lines.  (Definition: the lay statement should give an audience from outside your specialist area an understanding of what your presentation is about) 
The fourth row needs to contain your abstract.  This can be a maximum of 27 lines.
